1. OPEN SESSION:  No issues were raised.  
2. Apologies for absence: Cllr C Hughes and Cllr B Kane.
Approval of Minutes of the previous meeting:  The minutes were approved by Cllr J Forsaith and Cllr Davison-Oakley.
Update on Actions from Previous Meeting:  
· The granite paving stones to cover the concrete base of the War Memorial have been delivered and will be installed in March.  

· The potholes in Jubilee Hall car park have been repaired.
· Following concerns about littering in Hearnes Meadow, the road has been regularly inspected and Paradigm Homes will be contacted about the issue.  (Action – Clerk)
· A Jordan’s resident is donating a bench to the Cemetery, which will be anchored on paving slabs at the opposite side of the oak tree to the existing bench.

Risk Inspections:  The Risk Inspection Schedule was updated and signed.

PRINCIPAL AGENDA ITEMS

i. war memorial:  The War Memorial unveiling and dedication service will be held on Sunday 14th July at 2pm, all residents are welcome and a notice will be placed in the next Newsletter.  A budget of £1,000 was approved for the event which will include refreshments after the ceremony.  White posts and chains will be installed around the memorial.  (Action – Cllr Scourfield)
ii.  RISK ASSESSMENT: The Risk Assessment was updated with recent inspections and was approved.  An inspection schedule was circulated and will be updated at each meeting.  
iii. NEWSLETTER: A draft copy of the Newsletter was circulated for approval.  Any corrections to be forwarded to the Clerk as soon as possible.  (Action – Clerk)

UPDATES ON OTHER MATTERS (Reports by Exception)

i. JUBILEE HALL: The future of Jubilee Hall was discussed in light of continued use by Academy and villagers.
ii. PARISH COUNCIL PROPERTIES, LAND AND SERVICES:  An initial application to Veolia (who manage the nearby landfill site) for a grant was approved and a full application will now be submitted by 5th April for a decision by16th July.   If the grant application is unsuccessful then an alternative plan will be agreed for the funds already raised.  (Action – Cllr Thomas) The recreation ground will be spiked in March to improve drainage.  Cllr Anderson will recommend pitch care including the type of weed treatment and re-seeding necessary to improve grass quality on the Recreation Ground for sports activities.  (Action – Cllr Anderson)  If required the Berks and Bucks Football Association can make an individual assessment and recommendation for the area.  A request has been made by Seer Green United for smaller goals for the main pitch, the goal size was more complicated than originally anticipated and further information is required. (Action – Cllr Anderson)  The boiler fan had failed at the Pavilion.  The boiler has been repaired and will be serviced. A recommendation will be sought on whether it needed replacing.  (Action – Clerk)

Any Other Business: The footpath on Longbottom Lane between Seer Green and Beaconsfield is in a bad state of repair and will be reported to Bucks County Council.  (Action Cllr Anderson)  Cllr Anderson was pleased to report that the Seer Green Football Team had reached the semi-final of the Isaac Lord Challenge cup and will be playing against Masters at Adam’s Park on 17th March.
Next Meeting – The Parish Council Meeting will be held on Wednesday 3rd April 2013, at 7.30pm in the Parish Church Hall in School Lane.
