Open Session:  PCSO John Webb reported that the Speed Enforcement session in School Lane had provided disturbing results.  In the one-hour period on a Wednesday morning 5 drivers received speeding tickets, 7 drivers received tickets for not wearing seatbelts and one car was seized for having no insurance.  The Police plan to hold another awareness day soon.   The school children had also held a successful day with the Speed Indicator Device and letters had been sent to all the motorists that were speeding on School Lane.  The traffic survey strips have been in place for two weeks and the results of the survey will help identify the positions for future traffic calming measures.  A number of minor crimes were discussed which had been reported to the Police from around the village.

District Cllr Steve Patel and PCSO Webb will be holding a meeting on 22nd October at 7.00pm in the Jubilee Hall to discuss the formation and plans of the Seer Green Sports and Social Committee.

Approval of Minutes of the previous meeting:  Approval of the minutes of the previous meeting was proposed by Cllr Hughes and seconded by Cllr Scourfield.
Update on Actions from Previous Meeting:  

· Cllr Hughes and District Cllr S Patel will inspect the ongoing problem of parking on the grassed areas of Hearnes Meadow and will report back at the next meeting.  There were concerns that Paradigm Housing is reluctant to take responsibility for this area of land. (Action – Cllr Hughes)
· The Parish Council is waiting for advice from the Communities and Local Government department about the possibility of revising and reissuing the parish byelaws.  (Action - Clerk)  
· The Chilterns Woodland project manager will inspect Green Wood.  Dead, dying or dangerous trees will be marked for removal and a report on the condition of the trees will be sent to the council.  (Action - Cllr Hughes)

· CDC Waste Management will be asked again to reposition the large litter bin at the Recycling Centre nearer to the Recreation Ground in an effort to stop the frequent fly tipping. The material bin and four glass bins also need moving back to their original location.  (Action – Clerk)
· BCC will be chased for a quotation for the installation of 3/4 bollards for the Chalfont Road to prevent motorists driving on and ruining the verge when the road is flooded.  (Action – Clerk)

· CCTV for the car park at the Recreation Ground will be investigated.  (Action – Cllr Rothwell)  
· Cllr Forsaith proposed the collaboration of a series of articles entitled ‘Your Village’ which could be published on paper or on the website.  The following articles were agreed:- Village History (Action – Cllr Forsaith), Green Wood (Action – Cllr Hughes), Village Walks (Action – Cllr Scourfield) and Allotments (Action – Cllr Nicholls)

PRINCIPAL AGENDA ITEMS

i. risk assessment: Each of the co-ordinators for the five working groups, Finance -Cllr Scourfield, Planning – Cllr Rothwell, Environment – Cllr Hughes, Properties - Cllr Forsaith and Community Liaison – Cllr Matthews will review their section of the Risk Assessment document v8.1 highlighting actions that are overdue or that will have a significant budgetary impact and will report back to the next meeting. Each working group will then meet in November to review the risk and existing control measures and plan the actions required to improve controls.  (Action - All Councillors)
ii. ALLOTMENT AGREEMENT:  The Allotment Agreement was reviewed and after much discussion it was agreed to ban bonfires from individual allotments.  The new agreement was approved and will now be sent to the Chairman of the Allotment Association for issue to allotment holders.  (Action – Clerk)

iii. NEWSLETTER: A draft of Newsletter No. 9 was circulated for review.  The Newsletter will be printed and then distributed in November. (Action - Clerk)  It was agreed that all local organisations that hold their own websites will be contacted to request that they add a link to the new Seer Green Parish Council website at www.SeerGreenParishCouncil.gov.uk.

UPDATES ON OTHER MATTERS (Reports by Exception)

i. ENVIRONMENT:  Mr Cook is due to start clearance work on the parish footpaths.  A large, unauthorised bonfire was recently held at the Recreation Ground leaving a burnt patch of land, which is now in need of repair.  (Action – Clerk)  Further daffodil bulbs will be planted around the village including the triangle of land at the junction of Chalfont Road and Orchard Road.
ii. PROPERTIES: Fly tipping is still an issue at the Recycling Centre.  The CDC Waste Management inspector will be asked if they can install a surveillance sign and camera. (Action – Clerk)
iii. COMMUNITY LIAISON: The Area 10 Speed Review, which covers Seer Green will go to public consultation soon and posters will be placed at the entry points of Area 10 to advise of these meetings.
