iii. NEWSLETTER: A draft Newsletter was circulated for comments by 15th October.  A notice about the current Councillor vacancy and details of the Community Questionnaire will be included in the next issue.  (Action – All Councillors, Clerk) The Newsletter will then be printed and distributed after the November meeting.

i. constituency of working groups: It was agreed that Cllr Hughes will join the Planning Working Group and Cllr Clarke will join the Environment Working Group.
ii. ENVIRONMENT:  Fineland Forestry have surveyed the trees at the Recreation Ground and the allotments. BCC Rights of Way department invited the Parish Council to undertake a Footpath Survey for Seer Green.  Over 12 paths have now been surveyed and subsequent reports will be sent back to the ROW team. (Action – Cllr Hughes)
iii. PROPERTIES: Cllr Forsaith has updated the Parish Plan with a summary of Parish Council activities and photographs to make the document more user friendly.  The document will continue to be developed to show Carol Nutkins at Community Impact Bucks for constructive feedback.  (Action – Cllr Forsaith)
