1. OPEN SESSION:  No matters were raised.  
2. Apologies for absence: Cllr B Kane, Cllr A Anderson, Cllr C Hughes and Cllr M Thomas.
Approval of Minutes of the previous meeting:  The minutes were approved by Cllr J Forsaith and Cllr Darlington.
Update on Actions from Previous Meeting:  
· Cllr. Nigel Rothwell announced that after over 10 years of serving on the Parish Council he was now stepping down due to work commitments.  Cllr Rothwell was thanked by the Chairman on behalf of all the Council for his excellent hard work and knowledgeable advice that he has provided especially on planning and risk matters.  He will be very much missed.  A planning handover will be arranged.  (Action – Cllr Rothwell, Cllr Darlington)
· It has been agreed that a new tarmac driveway with granite sett edging will be installed in the spring.  A meeting with the contractor will be held in January.  (Action – Clerk, Cllr Scourfield, Cllr Hughes) 

· The Parish Council has received one quote for spiking the recreation ground to improve drainage and is now seeking two others. (Action – Cllr Anderson, Clerk)   
· A War Memorial illustration was circulated to show how white wooden posts and chain link fence could surround the memorial with a new path to lead up to it.

· When the work to the cemetery driveway is undertaken the contractor will be asked to fill potholes that are beginning to form in Jubilee Hall car park.  (Action – Clerk)
Matters arising from the previous meeting not listed on the Agenda:  Nothing to add.
Risk Inspections:  Following heavy rain Chalfont Road has been frequently flooded in November/December and several cars have been written off in the flood water. A letter will be sent to Bucks County Council Highways department to see what could be done to alleviate the continual problem.  BCC will also be asked if a permanent flood sign and water depth post can be installed.  (Action – Cllr Scourfield, Clerk)
