1. OPEN SESSION:  District Cllr Steve Patel came to update the council about Chiltern District Council matters including the new joint waste contract procured with Wycombe District Council, police budgets and Council Tax review for people on benefits.  
2. Apologies for absence: Cllr C Hughes and Cllr M Thomas.
Approval of Minutes of the previous meeting:  The minutes were approved by Cllr J Forsaith and Cllr Kane.
Update on Actions from Previous Meeting:  
· The Parish Council are interested in the ownership of a small strip of land at the rear of Green Wood.  Research with Land Registry will determine the current ownership.  (Action – Clerk)
· Cllr Thomas had prepared a survey for residents to complete on their preferences for Green Meadow’s refurbishment. The survey will be handed out at the school on Tuesday 9th October and will also be available online on the Parish Council website and in pubs and shops.  Residents that complete the survey will be entered into a prize draw.  
Matters arising from the previous meeting not listed on the Agenda:  Nothing to add.
Risk Inspections:  Nothing to report.  
3. DECLARATION OF INTEREST:  As Head teacher Cllr Davison-Oakley and as a School Governor Cllr J Forsaith both declared an interest in Jubilee Hall.  
4. Correspondence:
· The Charities’ Commission had sent advice for being a joint trustee of Jubilee Hall with the school.
· A letter had been received from Rt. Hon. Cheryl Gillan about a recent survey of Chiltern Railways service.

· A complaint had been made by the Chilterns Montessori School about the state of the pavilion following weekend sports fixtures.  A letter of recommendations had been circulated to all parties to hopefully avoid any issues in the future.
· Following a request from Chilterns Citizen Advice Bureau and Chilterns Conservation Board asking for funding it was agreed that the PC would not be making any charitable contribution to charities outside of the village.  The Parish Council agreed on a policy of considering (for donations only) village events, groups and residents who may seek support for charitable work.  (Action – Cllr Scourfield, Clerk)

PRINCIPAL AGENDA ITEMS

i. PAVILION: Cllr Forsaith has prepared a document on the pavilion with some recommendations for refurbishment.  It was a agreed that a budget will be set for this work in the Long Term Plan and then an agreed list of improvements will be specified and costed.  (Action – Cllr Scourfield)

UPDATES ON OTHER MATTERS (Reports by Exception)
i. JUBILEE HALL:  External improvements have almost been completed for the hall, the only outstanding item is a ramp to be fitted by the step near the front door.  Four quotes have been received by Bucks County Council to remove the rooflights. An internal specification is now being raised to improve the inside of the building, primarily the kitchen and hallway.  (Action – Cllr Forsaith, Cllr Kane)  Now that the school is progressing towards Academy status, a draft licence is being prepared for the joint trusteeship.  Bucks County Council have been asked to include in the landlord lease the toilets and school store room which were not included in the main hall lease in 1978.
ii. PARISH COUNCIL PROPERTIES, LAND AND SERVICES:  It was agreed not to order any further grass cutting for the Recreation Ground but obtain a quote for spiking the area to improve drainage. (Action – Clerk)   A quotation had been received to reduce the height of the blackthorn at the Recreation Ground near the allotments.  As the cost was significantly higher than expected the contractor will be asked to reduce the amount of work specified.  (Action – Clerk)
